Alcohol and College Life Committee Meeting (Alcohol and Other Drugs Committee)

April 12, 2007

1. Minutes of the April 2, 2007 meeting were approved.
2. Mike Ruth reported that he inquired further about the IFO contract and it does not talk specifically about drug/alcohol use.

3. Williams reported on conversations she had with David Crockett. The Facilities and Grounds Committee had apparently voted on April 11 to designate specific parking lots that would allow smoking. Williams reminded the group of the President’s charge to the Alcohol and College Life committee that we review the current policy and forward him a recommendation. We will continue our work in response to the President’s request. The committee is confident in the thorough, deliberative process and research we have completed on this issue.
4. Discussion of revised policy draft:

a. Jean Sando reported that Bette Midgarden preferred having policy violations referred to direct supervisors rather than having them come direction to Academic Affairs. Doing so would be consistent with current protocol. The group agreed.
b. Kathy Scott expressed concern that we may see more student numbers in Judicial Affairs. The group agreed that we would need to discuss the procedures for responding to students.

c. Definition of campus property: Williams reported that the assistant attorney general strongly recommends that this not be defined further than “university or campus property.” We are advised that the more specific a policy is, the more difficult it becomes to enforce.

d. The group agreed to the definitions that were added to the policy.

e. The group discussed whether the policy should specifically identify smoking in private vehicles. The group discussed the difficulty in defining how it would be address—e.g. should the windows be rolled up? What if ashtrays are dumped in the lots? What if people congregate around the vehicles? How would convertible cars be handled? The committee concluded that we would remove the reference to smoking in private vehicles from the policy exceptions.

f. The committee made minor adjustments to the second paragraph under the “policy enforcement” section. The first sentence will read: “In the case of a violation, the person will be informed of the University Smoking/Tobacco Use policy.”

g. The committee discussed the need for thorough education of the campus and surrounding community, provided the policy is accepted. Williams emphasized that we will need appropriate funding to allow us to offer the training workshops, the publicity materials, signs, and so on. She will explore funding options. 
5. The policy was unanimously approved by the committee. Williams will draft communication pieces to accompany the policy and send the drafts to the committee prior to sending the policy recommendation to the President. Then we will forward everything to the campus community as well. The committee will have opportunity to see the drafts prior to them being sent out.
