Budget:

The amount we had anticipated to have as carry-forward from the end of the last fiscal year has been absorbed by the take-backs necessitated by the upcoming budget crisis, leaving our budget for the next fiscal year at $4,346.21.  
Of this, approximately $2,200 will be needed for Megan’s salary (student worker).  This leaves about $2,100 for faculty grants and work on a brochure.
