Web Site Assignment (10 points)
For May 29,  I want you to find a web site that provides information related to the issue. Credibility 

· Authority: Where does the information come from? Who is the author/creator? Who sponsors the site? (If this information isn't prominently displayed, you should QUESTION the source). 

· Sponsorship:  Not only is the AUTHOR important, but so is the sponsor -- the company, educational institution, or organization that allows the web site to exist on its server.   

· Domain Name:   The three-digit code that tells you what type of sponsor it is -- such as .gov (government) and .com (commercial). 

Accuracy
· Content/Scope/Purpose: How does the information compare to print resources? Is it meaningful and complete? Is the content appropriate for your research needs? What is the purpose of the site -- entertainment? persuasive? commercial? educational?

· Bias: What clues indicate possible bias or slant?

· Writing Style:  Look for spelling and grammatical errors. 

· Currency: Is the information up-to-date? Can you locate the publication date or "Last Updated" date? Can you determine if the site is regularly updated/maintained? 

Reasonableness
· Argument:  Is the argument reasonable or hotheaded or overdone?

· Tone:  Is the tone too argumentative and trying too hard?

· If it is original research, Is there details of the methodology? Experimental method? Details of the study, survey, instrument, data collection method?
