Introduction


Student Affairs professionals have long been concerned with the issue of student discipline on campus.  The need for student disciplinary systems was one of the central issues in the emergence of the Student Affairs profession (Tracey, Foster, Perkins, & Hillman, 1979).  The disciplinary role is still an important function in Student Affairs work today (Chassey, 1999; Janosik, Davis, & Spencer, 1985; Tracey et al.).  Although student discipline is a time-consuming and important part of the Student Affairs role, little research has been conducted on student policy offenders and their development (Chassey; Janosik et al.; Tracey et al).  Thus, questions arise about how well prepared Student Affairs professionals are to deal with issues of student conduct.  Examining the development of student policy offenders could give Student Affairs professionals insight into appropriate ways to carry out their disciplinary roles.
