ADVISING TIPS
The faculty hope you have a good summer.

There are three or four required courses offered this summer.  ED 602, Statistics, will be offered from 8:00 to 9:05 am M-F in LO 79 and ED 603, Methods of Research, will be offered 9:40 to 11:00, M-F in LO 007 during First Session June 1 to July 2.  ED 602 will be taught by Joe DiCola and ED 603 will be taught by Paul Beare.

The third required CNSA course offered this summer is CNSA 615, Social and Cultural Foundations of Counseling.  It will be taught from 9:45-11:20, M-F, July 6 to August 7 by Wes Erwin in LO 210.

The fourth required course offered this summer is required only for the Community Counseling track people.  It is Psy 563, Abnormal Psychology, offered from 7:30-9:30 am, during First Session, June 1 - July 2, by Phil Rice in Bridges 363.  This is a good time to take the course for those of you who need it before practicum next year or who are on a two-year program and wish to avoid a killer load of 12 credits next Fall Semester.  

One additional course that you may want to consider this summer is the 5th Annual Summer Institute on Violence and Abuse from May 13 to 15, which is also offered for credit if desired. The course, CNSA 420/520 Basic Counseling Skills offered by Bill Packwood from June 8 to July 2, is for Non-Majors ONLY.  It is not open to people who are majors in Counseling and Student Affairs.  If you take this course and later apply to the masters program, you will still need to take CNSA 620, Counseling Skills I.

There are other courses that are offered by NDSU in the summer.  Check with your advisor before you register for these.

MSU STUDENT TAKES TOP SCORE ON CPCE IN NATION
The National Board for Certified Counselors (NBCC) produced a test for graduate training programs to administer in place of their comprehensive examinations at the end of their students' coursework. The name of this test is the Counselor Preparation Comprehensive Examination (CPCE).  Again this spring 28 graduate preparation programs administered the CPCE to 228 of their graduating students. MSU was one of the 28.  The CPCE covers the same eight areas that the Council for the Accreditation of Counseling and Related Educational Programs (CACREP) says must be covered in an accredited program and the same eight areas that are covered on the NBCC examination for those people who wish to become Nationally Certified Counselors (NCC's).

The Counseling and Student Affairs Program (CNSA) gave its eight hour written comprehensive examination to 7 students this spring and required all of them to take the CPCE also.  Students are currently expected to pass both exams.

MSU's students did great again this year.  In all subject areas, our students mean exceeded the national mean.  In all cases our students' minimum scores were greater than the national minimum scores.  In two subject areas our students' maximum scores were the same as the national maximum scores.  In the other six subject areas, our students' maximum scores were only 1-2 questions less than the national maximums.  These are generally the same comparison data as we had last year.  In other words, our students' scores were again at the top end of the national data.

This year, however, Moorhead State's top scorer had a total score of 113 which is also the top total score in the nation, 113.  We are very pleased that Kristen Reza, one of our student services option graduates, was the best in the nation on the CPCE.  Congratulations to Kristen!

These data provide additional evidence regarding the quality of our graduates and the quality of the training they receive at MSU.  If this had been the NCC examination, all of the students would have passed the examination and thus been eligible to be NCC's.

We are very proud of our students' accomplishments again this year.

FACULTY AND STUDENTS PROFESSIONALLY ACTIVE
Bill Packwood attended the annual convention of the North Dakota Counseling Association in Bismarck, Feb. 8-9 and presented two programs.  One program was presented with Michelle Strinden, based on her masters project titled, "Guidance Curriculum for Refugee Awareness."  The other program he presented was titled "Empathy, Emotional Maturity, and Emotional Intelligence," was attended by more than 120 people, and was based on findings from the Counseling and Student Affairs program of research and from three graduate students' master's theses.  The three graduate students who presented their theses data were: Karen Malone, Jason Ost, and Mark Syltie.  Other CNSA students who attended the convention were Rhonda Kitch, who has a graduate assistantship in the counseling center, Patti Senn, who has a graduate assistantship in CNSA, and Lisa Baumgarten and June Forde, who had graduate assistantships in education.  Previous CNSA students who attended the convention were Sarah Eaton and Sara Letze.

Wes Erwin was a joint author of a paper entitled, "Applications of a Skill-Based Training Model for Group Counselors," which was published in the Journal for Specialists in Group in Group Work (Vol. 23, 1998).

Wes also was a joint author of a paper titled, "Sedative, Stimulant, and Other Subjective Effects of Marijuana: Relationships to Smoking Techniques," which was published in the journal Pharmacology, Biochemistry, and Behavior (vol. 59, 1998).

Wes Erwin attended the American Counseling Association World Conference in Indianapolis, March 8-April 1.  At the conference he presented a program entitled, "Environmental Factors Influencing Counseling Professionals' Ethical Behavior."

Wes Erwin presented a colloquium entitled "Cultivating Ethical Attitudes in the College Classroom" in Weld Hall at Moorhead State University on April 13.  Faculty and students from the College of Education and Human Services attended.

Wes Erwin and Bill Packwood attended the North Central Association of Counselor Educators Convention in St. Louis, MO in October.

CHANGES
There were several changes made last year that are worth repeating. One is the growth group.  In the past it has been optional.  Starting last fall for those taking Skills I, it has been required.  This is a CACREP requirement.  We anticipate that Growth Group will be offered from 3:00-4:30 pm on Wednesday before the Skills I class.

Starting last fall, all options other than the thesis were dropped unless you have already had a Form 2 signed.  Students for whom this is a difficulty may petition the faculty in writing.  Call and talk to Bill Packwood first.

With the new faculty coming on board this fall, every policy in the handbook will be reviewed again as we continue to prepare for getting CACREP accreditation.  If you know of policies you think should be added or changed, please drop Bill Packwood a note to that effect.  We do not expect lots of changes, but we will make some since we must meet standards and we will have different faculty.  We also revised the Handbook this past year.  Thanks to Sharon Espeland, Lisa Baumgartner, and Diane Wolter for their help in this area.

MAXIMUM YEARS TO COMPLETE DEGREE
Several very good graduate students lost their masters degrees this year because they went beyond their five year limit.  Please do not let this happen to you.  To meet the deadline you must graduate before your first course is over 5 years old.  Otherwise, you must retake

courses as they go over the 5 year limit.  For instance, if you took your first course in the fall of one year, you need to graduate by the summer 5 years later.

The same is true for spring (and previous winter quarter) starts.  If your first course is in the spring (or winter), you must be through by the fall semester 5 years later.  Please check your transcript to check on these dates.  Add 5 to the year of your first course.

SUMMER SHUT-DOWN POLICY
There is a great deal of difficulty finding faculty during the summer.  Therefore, students need to be aware that the chances of their having comps evaluated, working on theses or projects, or having final oral examinations range from very small to impossible between the end of Spring session and Fall registration.  The faculty do what they can, but are not paid for summer faculty activities.  Please plan ahead and consult with your advisor.  Packwood and Erwin are generally not available in the summer.  If you will lose your job or exceed you five-year limit in September, complete all of your work, comps, and thesis/project committee meetings BEFORE May.  If you elect to take comprehensive examinations in the summer, they will not be read until Fall Semester.

SCHEDULE FOR NEXT YEAR
The last page of this newsletter has the schedule of courses for next year.  All subsequent years are tentatively scheduled to be the same in regards to courses offered and the semesters in which courses are offered.  With a new faculty member joining us in the fall, there may be some changes, however.

COMPREHENSIVE EXAMINATION SCHEDULE
The following dates and times have been set up for administering the comprehensive exam for Master of Science degree students.

Graduate students in Counseling and Student Affairs should contact their advisor to let them know if they will be ready to write the exam, as the advisors will be the ones writing the questions.  Please secure application forms from the Special Education and Counseling Secretary in 203 Lommen Hall.  Applications for these had to be turned in to that office in early April if you planned to write in the summer.

There is a two-page list of study areas for the comps as well as a sample of the rating form used by faculty when reading these.  See your handbook for a copy of these.
