Starting in fall 2007, special education faculty members are proposing to reduce offerings of methods courses in specific learning disabilities and emotional and behavioral disorders from once per semester to once every other semester. The introductory courses, SPED 461/561 and SPED 473/573, will be taught in the spring, and the advanced courses, SPED 475/575 and SPED 478/578, will be taught in the fall. Timing is designed to accommodate spring student teaching. The courses will the taught in the evenings only (starting 4 pm or later) to accommodate nontraditional students who work during the day. Graduate versions of the courses will also be taught online.

This plan is a response to a downward trend in enrollment, as indicated in the attached 5-year enrollment data. A similar trend has been experienced in many of our other programs. It will enable us to use faculty time more effectively and reduce reliance on adjuncts, with minimum inconvenience to students.
A similar strategy has been used effectively in other special education licensure areas such as Physical and Health Disabilities and  Developmental Disabilities. SPED 417/517, 419/519, 447/547, 456/556, 459/559, 620, 664, and 690 are already offered alternate semesters during the academic year. In addition, faculty resources have been conserved by three other means: first, offering dual-listed courses, accommodating both graduate students and advanced undergraduates; second by offering online versions of the same course taught through Continuing Studies; and third, by overlapping requirements, as a result of which SPED 320, 413/513, 443/543, 464/564, 470/570, 471/571, and 494/594 are taken by students in several licensure areas. Finally, Deanne Borgeson is working with Early Childhood faculty to explore the possibility of dual licensure, which is expected to strengthen both programs significantly.
