Technology Competence Assessment

The integration of technology into courses in this college is not static, but is changing from semester to semester. With accreditation coming up,  it is time to take a “snap shot” of how technology is being taught and used in all education classes across campus. This information will be available to the various NCATE committees when questions come up about the integration of technology into classes. Please have this information completed by September 7. All forms should be returned to Dean Mills office.

The completed matrix should represent the level of technology used in education related courses taught this fall. If a course is not being offered, please use information from a current syllabus. If multiple instructors are teaching a course and use different levels of technology, more than one entry may be made in any cell. 

Five levels of competence are assessed: 

(1) Not addressed—This area of technology is not a part of the course.

(2) Awareness Level 1—Students are aware that technology relative to the course exists, but have limited knowledge and little or no experience.

(3) Awareness Level 2—Students are aware that technology relative to the course exists, have training in the technology, but do not use it regularly in the coursework.

(4) Application Level 1—Students use this technology as a normal part of the course. Training may be within the course or from previous experience.

(5)Application Level 2—Students use this technology routinely in the course. Students are competent enough to independently go beyond the basics and include advanced functions of the technology.(i.e. multimedia presentations using video and audio; word processing using color, tables, and links)

· In the first row of grids, under courses, fill in the course number. 

· In the areas underneath each course, fill in the appropriate level (per above) for the amount of technology used in the course.
