III. Requests
      Counseling & Student Affairs- Brainerd trip May 2, 2011. This is school      
       counselors side. (general reserve) Picked same hotel as used last year. 10 
       students are listed as attendees and have already paid their registration so they 
      are all attending regardless of the amount of funding from SABC. Any funds from 
       students or department?  Not other than the students already having paid their 
       registration fee. No fundraising done for this trip. Move to enter executive 
       session (Mitch, Ashley). Discussion. Reasonable request for a good conference.
       Spring 2010 we gave them $800 for 8 students to this same trip. Why not give 
       them the $1321.00? $117.10 per student is a little less than just giving them the
     entire amount but it reflects the general policy that students contribute something.
       Motion to allocate $117.10 per student up to 10 students for Brainerd trip. (Angie, Sarah). Speak to motion. The entire amount is not funded since the policy
      Of reserve funding is to have students pay some of their own way. Motion passes
      To fund $117.10 per student up to 10 students from the general reserve.

      Psychology Student Researchers-Travel to Northfield, MN for MN     
      Undergraduate Psychology Conference. Dylan O’Brian presenting. $823.00      
      requested for vehicle calculation and rooms. 5 students are the number listed on 
      the request. $528 for travel cost and $295.00 for meals not asking for lodging in 
      the application. Asked for 2 private vehicles instead of a van but didn’t request 
      funds for private vehicle use. Move to enter executive session(Angie, David) This 
      is academic reserve. Sarah: $82.30 per student to use as they wish. How does that 
      sound? Move to exit (Kayla, Mitch). Who’s speaking to the motion? Motion to 
     allocate $82.30 per student up to 5 students to be used as they see fit. (Sarah, 
     Ashley). Speak to motion: good chance to learn more. If you can do some 
     fundraising or get funds from department that would be good idea in the future. 
     Motion passes to fund $82.30 per student up to 5 students from academic 
     reserve.












IV.  Academic reserve statement changes. Look at definition that defines which individuals or groups of students can ask for funds from this reserve. Chair wants to add a parenthetical correction to read…”(not a recognized student organization)” to clarify that student organizations may receive funding assistance from the general reserve whether or not they typically have received a base budget from SABC in the current fiscal year. The department chair section would also change to read “…by the sponsoring faculty member.” Move to approve the new wording as corrected (Ashley, David) Vote. So moved. To take effect as of today’s meeting or next fiscal year beginning July 1, 2011.

V. Meals calculations to be included on travel funding application. Question is on the table as to whether or not we wish to leave off the meals calculation on the travel funding application and yearly budget application? Discussion just to streamline the forms or getting input as to whether this information is relevant to the decision of funding. 

VI. Next year’s budget application forms Please add some kind of priority scale for organizations to suggest what they absolutely could not do without in their budget.

VII. Makeup of SABC committee members. Continued from last week’s discussion. Shall we continue to leave the wording as ‘faculty and staff’ with the understanding that it includes organization advisors? Yes. What about voting or non-voting privileges for faculty staff members? Discussion: appreciate the knowledge or background information from the faculty/staff but prefer that those are non-voting members. Do we want to keep 12 members on the committee? In the proposed committee makeup 2 faculty /staff voting. 1 non-voting faculty/staff.  Chair of the committee chooses to vote only in the case of a tie. We’ve removed VP of finance and administration.  Do we want to continue to have Senate members defined in the SABC committee as Pres., (voting)VP(nonvoting ) and Treasurer (voting). Why is there a non-voting student on SABC? No one knows the history of how these members were decided. Warren Wiese does not have any background information on how the committee members were chosen.  

No final decision to include wording VP is voting and listed under “students” Chair, SA VP, 2 faculty /staff voting  Students section Senate Pres., Senate VP,  Senate Treas. 4 students from respective areas all voting. 2 at large voting (can be members of a recognized student organization or not) Ex officio members:  Activities Business Mgr and ? staff/faculty (1)

· Mens Lacrosse- Post trip funding request. $85.73 per student as presented in this application. They will be defending based on actual expenses. Daniel Kleba presenting. Speaker: 9:00am game Sat. and Noon Sunday in Ames, IA. We took 2 12 passenger vans from Usave and one from MSUM(they couldn’t give us more vans because of flood fight reservation of vehicles. Hotel costs were $390.00 (3 rooms 2 nights) USave vans gas estimated $200 each van $93/van each way so $200 per van. $600 total. Actual $63.02, $93.55. $330 per van cost for USave van rentals. Did students pay for any of the funds for this trip? Partially. Enter executive session (David, Kayla) Discussion: $1209.61/15 = $80.64 per student. Gas receipts, van receipts. Exit executive session (David, Yi Chu). Motion to allocate $1209.61 for this trip. (David, Yi Chu). Speak to motion: Gas, lodging, some for vans. Vote. Motion passes to allocate $1209.61 for travel from general reserve.

VIII. Committee Structure of SABC:  Preliminary discussion of a change to the member makeup of SABC creating a situation where representation on SABC deliberately includes a student representative from each funding area that receives an activity fee allocation from SABC. Currently we have 15 seats on the committee which includes administrators who frequently are unable to attend due to primary job responsibilities that are not time flexible. VP of Student Affairs is on SABC and shall remain. The VP is a voting member but does not count in establishing quorum. President, Treasurer and VP of Student Senate are currently on the committee and would remain. Please see addendum to these minutes for more information regarding this discussion.  Discussion: Senate Treasurer position is a very helpful position to have on this committee to help relay financial information to and from senate meetings and to and from SABC meetings. Advisors who have been here a while understand the history of orgs and budgeting but they may have an unfair advantage when reviewing their orgs. Interests.  That can occur now though with students on the committee who are involved in one or more orgs. We want administrators who will show up. Shall we review the members of the committee individually and then decide ‘yes’ or ‘no’. Administrators Section should consist of VP of Student affairs-yes. Chair (Asst. Dir of Leadership & Orgs)-yes. Please have VP send a proxy. Faculty or staff member not necessarily a group advisor as Ex-officio…….not sure. Considering adding faculty/staff in some capacity. Students Section should consist of 3 student senate reps and let Senate define who has to fill these 3 seats. At other campuses, budget allocation is a role of senate. We play a minimal role compared to other institutions. What is the significance and history of SABC? This committee is held in high regard by the administration so it will not go away. As far as section regarding “6 students from respective budget areas”…may be difficult to command that a student from each area of funding be on the committee but how easy is that to obtain involved students from each area? Can we just use it as a guideline for senate to deliberately try to get students from different funding areas? We need to ramp up the advertising for seats on SABC and that is the challenge to Senate when they are looking for participants. Not an easy task. It’s a good goal but there isn’t a way to force students to do it. Senate can try their best.
