1. Minutes 9/27/10. Move to approve minutes as read (Amy, Kim).  So moved 
2. Reserve balances
General reserve=$124,388.76 Academic reserve=$16,479.39, Post season=$10,000.00
3. Requests-
Hendrix Wellness Educators… (academic reserve)SABC could fund $4,021.73. Onana Omwodo presenting. $1000 donated by Hendrix(?) President Szymanski hasn’t decided yet.  Any major may be a wellness educator. There are 8 students going. Pizza Ranch busing tables last weekend , tattoos …local business may help with travel costs. Carol Grimm and Hendrix funds their operating budget throughout the year.  They present their budget ideas to Carol and she funds their activities. We did try to capture the most economical travel mode and also miss the least amount of classes as possible. If we don’t get enough funds there will need to be a lottery system to see who can go.  All expenses will have to come from students’ pockets although we do have some funds saved.  We didn’t find out until after we had submitted our Fy11 budget to Carol that we had won the award. Move to enter executive session(Julia, Kim). Move to exit executive session(Kim, Yi Chu).  Motion to fund $870(Kim, Yi) Friendly amendment: Motion to fund $870 to go towards 3 registration fees.  This will be from the academic reserve. Vote. Motion passes.
National Art Educators Association- Travel to national conference in Seattle. General reserve request. Asking to send advisor as well. Officers of NAEA get to go. We have a state art educators conference in Minnesota that other members can attend. How is this national conference better than state conference. ….smaller, not as many sessions, no free supplies; it’s like our state conference on steroids. Our officers are supposed to create a website including information we learn at the conference as well as at other conferences.  We do an informal education session at our NAEA meetings after the conference. We do some after school programming in art for Moorhead elementary schools. Thought about doing concessions and make stuff to sell at the conference in Seattle.  We had thought about taking the train but the cost of train was more than airline. Won’t go on trip if we don’t get all the funds requested. We’ll just go to state conference. Move to enter executive session (Amy, Angie).
Adjusted transportation cost is $2547.00. Move to exit executive session (Angie, Yi).Motion to allocate $500/ $100 per student to be used at their discretion (Angie, YI) Speak on your motion; we have a reduced amount of funds in our reserve and since this is the beginning of the school year and we generally have over 60 requests for travel funds per year, we have to be thrifty in how we allocate funds. Discussion:  We cannot fund advisor expenses so that is why we did not include faculty member in the allocation of $500.00.  $500 from general reserve.
III. Student Council for Exceptional Children-want to appeal their off campus account location.
Letter to JoDee read concerning the reason they want to continue to hold account at Affinity Plus. “….our fundraising has helped pay for our expenses…we would advance by carrying an account with Affinity Plus. …..we want to be able to just pay from our own Affinity Plus checking account.”  4 of 135 groups have successfully appealed to have off campus accounts.  Gamma Phi Beta, Delta Zeta, Club Baseball, EMSP.   Move to deny(Kayla, Amy) Speak to your motion…setting a precedent like this would encourage other groups to forego policy and good accounting practices. Off campus accounts create a potential situation in which fiscal accountability could be compromised. Vote. So moved.
