General reserve=$ 123,438.76 Academic reserve=$ 15,909.39,

3. Requests

CNSA- Graduate Student Organization. Travel to NASPA in Minneapolis. $3,511.00 requested from general reserve.  Some of the students in higher ed. are interested in attending. Are they part of this request? No. Just CNSA / GSO members are part of the 14. Students not expected to contribute any funds to this trip. Warren asked students to either attend this or do two journal review papers.  In order to share information we have to present information during classes and simply day to day operations of student affairs. Move to enter executive session(Amy , Yi).  $150 per person may be registration plus individual share of travel. Move to exit executive session (Kim, David) so moved. Motion to allocate $150 per person up to 14 people from general reserve (David, Amy).  Speak to the motion:  registration and split travel between the 14 people is how we arrived at this amount.
