   A. Requests
1. Construction Management-travel funds…Presenting was Luke Menton, Bryan Franklin, Taylor Aakre and advisor Ken Bertolini. CMD requesting funds to compete and attend the International business show. The conference and preparation works in conjunction with the students’ major. It gives them a real life application. In the past the trip has been less expensive but given the location of the 2011 trip, the cost has significantly increased.
	Questions
· Was it open to all members to attend? (Ashley) Yes it was open to all, there was also a prior regional competition.
· Looking at the cost of registration fee, why is there two listed? (Kayla) There are two fees that are required. The first is the team registration team and also a registration fee for each individual that attends.
· Is it a requirement for graduation? (Kayla) It can satisfy a graduation requirement but essentially it is an above and beyond activity.
· What else has been done to raise money? (Amy) They organization puts so much time into working on the project, so little time is available to spend on fundraising efforts.
· How was it funded in the past? (Erik) The group is given a travel budget but this trip is significantly more costly than past years.
· Cost of just presenting this project and how much is the cost of the book? (Megan) Time is the most costly factor. It is $100 for just one of the presentation books.
· Does the book have to be mailed prior? (Kayla) Yes
· Do you anticipate and fundraising? (Kayla) Planning a larger fundraising event that should help.
· If not fully funded will all 6 presenting go? (Ashley) At least 5 are required to go. Helps ability to present to have all 6 there.
· How many members are there all together in the organization and has the whole organization looked into fundraising? (Kayla H.)  Around 40 members.
· How well did you do last year? (Erik) 15th last year at nationals. 3RD at regional. The two teams that beat us at the regional competition both placed in the top 5 at nationals the year prior.
