1. Minutes 9/20/10. Move to approve minutes as read (Kim, Kayla).  So moved 
2. Reserve balances
General reserve=$125,971.73 Academic reserve=$17,000.00, Post season=$10,000.00
3. Requests-
Dragon Anthropological Association…Trip to Bismarck for Plains Assoc. meeting. Second year as a group. 8 student members last year and 12 this year. This is a chance to contact future job opportunities and graduate school placements.  Information at the conference includes other opportunities for internships or events during the academic year or summer schedule. Will department help with any funding? Yes, but we haven’t voted yet on how much. $100s of dollars perhaps, not thousands. Any alternative methods of paying for these expenses if SABC can’t pay all or some?  Maybe students will have to pay some, it would be $235. Per student. We would consider requiring students pay for their own meals. No fundraising done since we were new last year and there weren’t many of us.  We have 9 male students and 4 female students. 2 female students in one room and 3 males in one room, 2 males in each of the other two rooms. We could consider putting 4 students in a room female and combine males into two rooms rather than three. Move to executive session (Amy, Kayla)so moved. Move to exit executive session(Kayla,Angie)so moved. Discussion? Move to allocate $922.97(Kim, Angie) speak on behalf of your motion”our reserve budget has been reduced 50% this year so we have to be frugal with our monies. ..we would like this amount used for lodging expense. We request that any funds from department go toward expenses other than lodging…l” Vote. Motion passes(general reserve).
Works on Paper Guild- Travel to Minneapolis. Elise Forer presenting. All club members were asked to go if they wanted to go.  Our group includes students from printmakers, sculpture and design. Hotel in request no longer available…have to go to Doubletree, 2 rooms about same price.  Six students have dedicated $100 to $130 for their own expenses. Taking two personal vehicles to Minneapolis asking for gas receipt money. Registration fee includes MidAmerica council and museum visits and printed material at conference. Reimbursement for actual gas cheaper than per mile charge of $582.00. Hotel is cheapest at this late notice. Once per semester we have our print sale and make money on that…we take a cut of individuals’ sales to replenish our organization account or pay other expenses. 
 Last year, students had to pay to join the club. All attendees are org. members. We would demo printmaking processes seen at this conference to our campus . Move to executive session (Angie, Amy) so moved. Move to exit executive session (Kim, Kayla) so moved. Motion to allocate $660.00 for registration fees from general reserve (Kayla, Jered). Vote. Motion passes.
Derek Page-Student unable to attend SABC meeting due to work commitments. Two students attending . Requesting $520.61 from academic reserve.  Total cost estimate is $2,017.00. We can fund up to 50% of those total estimated expenses which calculates to $1,008.50.  In this case, the students are just asking for $520.61. Move to allocate $520.61(Amy, Kayla) Speak to your motion…”yield”, second”I think that they are contributing a lot out of pocket and ….”I would like to ask them how they are going to share this with campus…” No more discussion. Motion to allocate $520.61 from academic reserve. Motion passes.
4. Carry Forward procedure discussion: Follow-up to last weeks beginning discussion regarding the carry forward requests that we may get this year. Since our general reserve was so small to begin with ($127,361.39), we have to decide whether or not we want to honor carry forward requests this year at all.  MnSCU does not require that activity budget committees award carry forward funds since those monies should have been used in the previous fiscal year and were collected in the previous fiscal year.  SABC must decide what to do since we already have 3 requests in queue.  Options suggested: 1) no carry forward at all 2) consider on case by case basis by inviting group to present and then decide (procedure used in previous years) or loko at how much we could potentially see as carry forward (based on the end of FY11 balances) and then just set aside half of that to use for any carry forward requests that come along.  Ran out of time. JoDee and Sandy will type up wording for the options and then present them to SABC at the next meeting.
Move to adjourn (Jered, Amy) motion passes.
