I. Approval of 04/18/11 Meeting Minutes (Amy, Mitch). So moved.

II. SABC Reserve Amounts 
· General Reserve –  $115,619.41		
· Academic Reserve - $ 3,416.03	
· Post Season Reserve - $ 4,994.00

III. Requests 
· Theatre Dept.-post trip funding application. 1 student, Heide Riffle, attended and paid out of pocket for all of this. Workshop in Charlotte, NC on March 9-12, 2011. Theatre major with tech. emphasis. Workshops, job fair and exhibits attended. $1435.15 actual expenses realized. Asking for $1435.15.  How did you bring back the information you obtained? Ans: no formal presentation just word of mouth discussion with other tech students as the topics came up. Move to enter exec. session (Chu Yi, Kayla) So moved. Discussion: This trip did benefit the one student who attended because she was able to concentrate exclusively on her items of interest without having to present a session at the conference or give a formal presentation to other MSUM students upon return. $80 to $100? $110…half of registration or lump sum of $150. Move to allocate $150 (Kayla, Angie). Speak to motion…”we have generally sponsored individual students in this range and in particular those students who were not presenting an academic session at the conference. “ “this event did have a direct benefit to you.” Motion passes. $150 to student from general reserve.
· Club design- post trip funding for Portfolio One on One to Minneapolis. April 8. 5 students attending. They are asking for reimbursement of $85.00 per student to pay registration. Each student paid for their share of expenses for the entire trip. This would just be a partial reimbursement of out of pocket cost. The attendees got critiqued by professionals and then brought back their portfolio and the critique sheets to MSUM to student who had not attended. We received funding from SABC in the fall for design camp. Partial payment of registration and lodging for that event($100 per person). $85.00 per student is sensible. Registration fee money. Exit executive session(Mitch, Ashley). Move to allocate $85.00 per student or $425.00 for registration reimbursement (Mitch, Kayla) Vote. Motion passes. $85.00 per student up to 5 students from general reserve.







· Tae Kwon Do- Two students qualified for Nationals in Austin, Texas. Total estimated expenses $1492.00. Requesting $1,342.00. This would be from the Post Season reserve. Location changes from year to year. $100 listed as “other” expenses is paying for training lessons at Northwest Tae Kwon Do. Motion to moved to exec. session (Chu Yi…) motion fails for lack of second. What fundraising have you done for this?  None….they do raise funds for the NW school that Roy Gilbertson owns. There were no funds deposited into the Tae Kwon Do budget from the event last weekend at NW Martial Arts and no funds deposited from shrine circus fundraiser that they said they worked at. Flying saves $655.00 over driving. This group did not submit a budget for next year. $1190 without meals. Motion to allocate $1190.00 for expenses other than meals (Chu Yi, Amy). This allocation is from the post season reserve. Motion passes.

· Ad Club- 8 non-presenting students at National advertising competition. San Diego, CA. June 1-5,2011. Estimated total $6,653.50 but requesting $6,140.70. This is a general reserve request. 5 students’ lodging, travel and registration are paid for because they won at districts. This leaves 8 non-presenting students with funding needs. The non-presenting students still worked a lot of hours on this campaign. Airline tickets are the biggest expense. First time in history that MSUM Ad Club students have qualified. Department contributed some to district expenses and maybe some to this trip. Enter exec. session (David, Amy) $1,235.00, food, from total, $5,418.50/ 8 would be $677.00 per person. If we allocated from post season as this is a qualifying national conference; $3,804.00. Make sure motion indicates that the allocation is from the post season reserve. Move to allocate $3,804.00 from post season reserve (Ashley, Kayla). Speak to motion: this trip qualifies as post season and the $3,804.00 is the entire amount of our post season reserve. You are receiving funding to the maximum extent that we can from the post season. Vote. Motion passes to allocate $3,804.00 from the post season. 
· Music Department- Informational presentation from Tom Strait (John Tesch co-presenter) regarding savings for future trip. Want funds from FY11 for a trip to Rome for Concert Band in Spring 2012. We want to provide an opportunity to all band students at least once in the time they are at MSUM . Total amount of trip estimated at $79,500. They wanted to reserve space on FY11 spring trip to Europe but contacted the travel leaders and they said they had to reserve for 18 months out. That led to them asking to reserve space in spring 2012. The amount of $2,650.00 per student is an early, early estimate since the Travel Tour business said they couldn’t’ give them a very accurate estimate. They will try to do two performances while in Europe. 10 night trip. Students will have to raise whatever the savings rollover does not cover. They provided no dollar amount for this savings rollover. “whatever we have left in the activity portion of all the music department accounts”…..[tesch]. $7400.00 currently in the account that we want to use. Motion to approve savings fund of $7,400.00 for Music trip to Europe in FY12 (David, Kayla).

 [Music Department Differential tuition discussion]: “differential funds$65/cr. Hour; have 3 tiers to be utilized one for music industry hardware and software, their computer fee budget was reduced”
Lesson fees differential tuition is $190.00/cr hour; $20/cr hour for everything else i.e. equipment…in addition to the base tuition charge per credit….not including student fee charge per credit. We will increase next year if approved.  $250, $85, $40. From activity fees: travel, guest presenter, student salary, supplies for student groups. Future plan from University is that differential tuition will go to University general reserve. 

· Tri-College NEW Leadership Institute:  7 MSUM students will be attending June 1-5, 2011. Funds for lodging, registration and supplies. $1,750 expense.  In FY 2010 we funded $1,122.00 for 11 students at $102.20 each. General reserve allocation in FY10 so perhaps same thing this year. Most women who attend are minority, low income and under represented groups. The location of this conference rotates each year with MSUM having hosted it in June 2010. Splitting the requested amount by 7 students calculates to $250 per student. This conference is an amazing opportunity for underrepresented populations to learn lifelong skills and leadership to help advance themselves and their constituents. Motion to allocate $1,750.00 from general reserve (Kayla, Angie).
