Course Description:  We will focus on differential and integral calculus and their applications, and applications of matrix algebra and linear systems.  
Evaluation:  Grades in this course are based on point totals from 3 in-class exams at 100 points each, 14 weekly homework assignments worth a total of 100 points, and 1 final exam worth 200 points.  This class will not be curved.

Grade-Change Policy:  If you have any questions regarding any of your examinations, you should return the exam to me before leaving the classroom, and plan to speak with me about it during my office hours.  Once your exam has left the classroom, no grading changes will be made.
Expectations:  MSUM's standard is that one semester credit hour for undergraduates is meant to represent three hours of academic work per week for the average student who has the expected preparation for the courses that he or she is enrolled in.
