Textbook:  Algebra and Trigonometry with Analytic Geometry by Swokowski/Cole

Calculators:  You will be allowed to use a calculator on exams in this course.  A TI-83 is recommended.  You are not allowed to use any calculator able to do symbolic manipulation, or a laptop or palm computer.  You should have a calculator that can at least handle trigonometric functions.
Prerequisites:  A minimum ACT math score of 24 or a minimum MNSCU math placement score of 20.  Working knowledge of algebra and trigonometry is expected.
Course Description:  Calculus of one variable.  We will focus on differentiation and introduce integration.  Students entering MATH 261 should have a solid background in algebra and trigonometry.  
Course Goals:  Upon completion of this course students will be able to do the following:
· Demonstrate applications of inductive and deductive reasoning.

· Evaluate complex relations using symbolic abstraction and generalization.

· Demonstrate problem solving using symbolic representation and manipulation.

Evaluation: 

Labs:  There are 23 labs.  They will each be worth 10 points.  You will be allowed to drop the lowest 5.

Quizzes:  There will be two quizzes, a differentiation quiz and an integration quiz.  Each will be worth 50 points.  

Exams:  There will be 4 mid-term exams worth 100 points each.  

Final Exam:  The final exam will be cumulative and will be worth 200 points.  The final exam will take place on Tuesday May 6, 2008 at 3:00 pm.
