Finding Newspaper Articles for Articles  during 1959

· The New York Times.  Newspaper Index/Microfilm Room. Use the year by year index. (1) Go to the 1959 and 1960 indexes and look up a topic, like "death sentences," or "crime" or "violence" or "mental illness." (2) It will lead you to citations for articles in the New York Times in 1959.  (3) Take these citations and find the MICROFILM of the actual newspaper.  (4) Read the articles using the MICROFILM READER.  (5) If you want to have the article PRINTED, take it to the Periodicals Desk on the 1st Floor of the Library -- 10 cents a page.

Best for historical information. You may be able to locate articles written in 1959 and the surrounding time. Note: PLEASE set your “Printing Preferences” to PDF: Economy.
