4.   If you have questions about the Library which you would like addressed during your library orientation, click on the link that says "E-mail Your Librarian!".  The Librarian who conducts your workshop will address your questions during the workshop or may e-mail you with the answer.

The tour is self-directed, with participants clicking on the Maps, or Descriptions of Library Areas on the left frame.  A picture of the area, such as "Circulation/Reserves," will appear in the top right frame, along with a description, and interactive, descriptive links.  Periodically, you will be asked questions via pop-up windows. 

Some of the photos are not just "still" shots -- they use Quicktime Virtual Reality technology. You can zoom in and out on objects, and move about the room using your mouse.
