Results

Test scores were obtained as a measure of effectiveness for each of the teaching methods. Table 1 displays means and standard deviations for the different teaching methods. The between-subjects ANOVA indicated a significant difference in test scores across the three teaching methods, F (2,21) = 6.05, p = .008, η2 = 0.37. Tukey’s HSD was conducted to evaluate each pairwise comparison at the .05 level of significance. Results indicated a significant difference between Method 1 and Method 3 and also between Method 2 and Method 3. In both cases, Method 3 was the more effective teaching method, resulting in significantly higher test scores than the other two methods.
