Territorial Markers
Due: 3/12/10 (No late projects will be accepted) (up to 5 pts. Extra Credit)
The objective of this project is to observe the effectiveness of various territorial markers in a real world setting.

Procedure:

· Review the relevant work on territorial markers in the text (p. 176) and as presented in class.

· The MSUM library or another public setting offers an opportunity to study the use of territorial markers in public territories. Start by making a simple hypothesis about the relative effectiveness of 3 or more types of territorial markers for repelling potential invaders. Try to include markers that you expect to be effective and ineffective. When you arrive at your setting try to note the overall density of the setting at the time. Place your markers at separate tables. After you distribute them all, make the rounds (or observe) all of your markers at six 5-minute intervals, noting which markers are more effective and which are less effective.  If the setting has been invaded, remove your marker, note the time, and move your marker to a different table if possible. Variations of this project are fine.

1. Describe the results of your project in a 1-2 page typed paper, include: a brief introduction, your hypothesis, a brief description of your method, and results and discussion. A bar graph or table of your results would be useful.
