Summary of Project.  Purpose:  MSUM has been a National Council for the Accreditation of Teacher Education (NCATE) member and accredited institution for some 50 years. NCATE is the profession’s mechanism to help establish high quality teacher preparation programs. NCATE assures that those entering the field have been suitably prepared to practice through assimilation of a body of knowledge and pre-service practice in the profession. NCATE indicates that the school underwent rigorous external review, that performance of a teacher candidate in the program has been thoroughly assessed before he/ she is recommended for licensure, and that programs meet standards set by the teaching profession at large. In addition, the Minnesota Board of Teaching (BOT)/NCATE agreement to conduct joint state program approval and NCATE accreditation reviews saves time, effort, and expense. Still accreditation is expensive.  Increasingly, it is also an ongoing process that requires data collection, assessment, interim reports, and staff training. The purpose of this request is to build that cost into the base budget in order to support continuous accreditation. The CEHS needs $10,000 per year to help support accreditation related release time, professional development, and NCATE reporting.

Goals:  The goal of this request is to insure continuous accreditation at the state and national level.  Timeline:  This is an ongoing process with campus visits occurring every seven (7) years.

Impact:  Failure to maintain NCATE accreditation will have a devastating impact on the CEHS. It means we will probably be unable to maintain BOT approval which means that our students will be unable to obtain a teaching licenses in Minnesota. The reciprocity between NCATE states would also be lost for our students.  Assessment:  The primary outcome measure is MSUM’s continuing BOT and NCATE accreditation.

Summary of Research and References.  There is a body of literature on the benefits of accreditation but the driving factor for this request is the need for the continuing accreditation of the teacher education programs.
