Summary of Project Description -  Academic Affairs received initiative funding in FY 2006 for administrators and faculty to work with Twin Cities community and technical colleges on collaborative projects and transfer programs.  Several academic programs have been identified as opportunities for increasing the number of transfer students to MSUM.
