With the increased demand for storage on campus, the demand to back up that storage has increased as well. Hardware was purchased in FY2005 to facilitate that need. The software currently being used was doing the job for the systems that were utilizing that backup environment. As new servers, email, web and application servers become more utilized the disk usage has increased to the point where the backup environment is not adequate to do the job. 

This is a request to upgrade and/or replace our current “Yosemite” backup environment with a better version or different products that will provide safe, reliable data backups. 

This environment will be planned to incorporate our current needs and an estimated 48% growth in disk storage demands over the next 2 years, based on previous increases at MSU Moorhead.

A full backup to the tape library currently exceeds 1 TB and takes longer than 24 hours to complete.
