The academic departments received over $90,000 from the MSUM Phon-a-thon in both 2004 and 2005. Significant changes were implemented in the Phon-a-thon procedures in 2006. As a result, the Phon-a-thon returned less than $19,000 to the academic departments and in addition, Academic Affairs paid $22,000 to send letters to alumni.

This proposal is to have Academic Affairs oversee the Phon-a-thon. Seed money of $56,000 will be needed to initiate the Phon-a-thon.
Phon-a-thon revenues will be the source of funds for continuing this fundraising activity. The amount of funding available to the academic departments should exceed the average of the funding in 2004 and 2005.
