Summary of Project Description – Dr. Mark Wallert, in the Biosciences Department, will develop and coordinate collaborative agreements, including certificate programs, with local and Twin Cities biosciences companies.  Dr. Wallert will also develop and coordinate collaborative agreements with regional and Twin Cities community colleges as well as initiate and maintain any MnSCU or state wide efforts in the area of bioscience.  Specifically, he will develop and coordinate a bioscience degree from MSUM to be offered on the campus of North Hennepin Community College.  In addition, Dr. Wallert will be involved in fundraising for future needs in the sciences. This will be a full time position.  The cost of hiring replacement faculty will be $58,000.  Assessment will consist of listing the number of collaborative agreements developed and the number of participants in programs developed. 
Without this position, MSUM will lose the opportunity to develop and maintain partnerships with Minnesota/North Dakota biosciences companies and community colleges.
