Summary of Project Description - address the project’s purpose, goals, time line, impact, and assessment:

Purpose

The teaching environments at MSUM have undergone significant changes over the past few years.  The “tools-of-the-trade” in the classroom have changed and instructors are using much more technology in their presentations.  New classroom installations, whether through new building projects or retrofitting existing classrooms, have been installed to create a multi-level and standardized selection of choices in room arrangements.  The purpose of this proposal is to fund the upgrading of classrooms that are due for remodeling.

Instructional Media has prioritized the following six classrooms:

· King 110, CB 109, CB 111 are all auditorium-style classrooms.  Each has a large teaching console with aging equipment that is reaching the end of use.   With an emphasis on large sections of Dragon Core classes, it is imperative that these large rooms have reliable equipment installed for ease of use.  In addition, these classrooms have old installations that are not of the same “standard” of installation that most other classrooms have.

· King 215, 216, 218 are rooms that have been recently converted from lab rooms to general classrooms.  All have just a minimum of equipment installed.  Also, faculty complain about the cavernous echo that exists in the room.  The acoustic quality in each room might have been appropriate for lab use, but is troublesome when used as a lecture room.  These rooms are especially problematic for the installation of equipment for a couple reasons; 

1. The ceiling is sprayed with a material that contains asbestos.  Attaching anything to that ceiling will require abatement.

2. There are no suspended ceilings, which would aid in the routing and management of wiring and other mounting issues.

Getting rid of the asbestos material and installing a suspended ceiling will solve not only the equipment installation concerns, but solve the acoustic problem as well.  Instructional Media already has equipment designated for these rooms, but installation costs are preventing us from putting the equipment in.

Installation would be able to take place during the summer of 2007.  Each room mentioned above would cost approx. $6,000 apiece.  The total request of this proposal is $36,000
