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Summary of Project Description - address the project’s purpose, goals, time line, impact, and assessment:

Purpose

Electronic reserves allows faculty to place articles, chapters in books, and other items on a server, which can them be accessed by students through a password protected interface.  Thus, students can access these resources 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, via the Internet.  In order to serve students taking our courses at a distance, we must move forward with this service. This service will support both distance and on-campus programs, including the MSUM replicated programs in Twin Cities and other areas. The Docutek ERes also makes copyright permissions for articles easier to manage through a seamless interface with Copyright Clearance Center.  The goals are (1) providing 24/7 access to supplemental course materials, (2) serving distance, off-site students. Timeline -- Implement Fall 2007.  

Impact

· 24/7 password-protected Internet-based access to reserve items

· Integration with course management systems

· Serves distance students and satellite programs
· More awareness of, and easier management of copyright permissions

Assessment

Usage data will be analyzed and effectiveness will be assessed using user surveys.
2007 Budget:
· Annual license to run Docutek ERes -- $4,100 (includes technical support, maintenance, & free revision upgrades)

· Docutek ERes setup, customization, and installation  (one-time cost) --$6,000

· Student help for digitization/scanning --  $5,000 

            (this will need to increase as E-Reserves is more widely implemented)

· Server hosting -- $2,500

Ongoing:
· Annual license -- $4,100/year estimate; Student help --  $5,000/year estimate; Server hosting -- $2,500

Summary of Research and References –
In order to move forward with online programs and courses, we must have a way to deliver course materials to students at a distance.  Currently, these students are at a disadvantage because many cannot come to the physical library.  With the institution preparing for accreditation of its online courses in Fall of 2007, we will need to have services such as these available for online learners.  It will allow faculty to keep course materials updated and will give students more scholarly, peer-reviewed electronic resources rather than overusing the unevaluated sources on the Internet.
