Summary of Project Description - address the project’s purpose, goals, time line, impact, and assessment:
The Technology Department is working with North Hennepin Community College (NHCC) to offer both its Construction Management and 2+2 Operations Management Bachelor of Science Degrees on the NHCC campus. NHCC and other two-year colleges in the Twin Cities have expressed a strong interest in having these two degree programs available on their campus. Seed money is needed to hire qualified adjunct faculty, develop advertising materials, market and promote the programs, and fund faculty travel due to oversight and assessment of the programs.

The funding is one-time. Tuition resources will be designated to the programs to fund continuing the programs in the Twin Cities.

Offering these courses in the Twin Cites will increase MSUM’s enrollment and funding through the MnSCU Allocation Model.
