Segmentary Lineage Organization 
A variant of unilineal descent based upon hierarchical organization.  Smaller units combine into larger ones. Generally, the closer the relationship in terms of descent, the greater potential for mutual support; conversely, the more distant the common ancestor, the greater the potential for hostility.
