Post-baccalaureate students -- Direct entry into graduate program option
On a year-to-year basis, post-baccalaureate (post-bacc) students may be given two choices for admission into the grad program. 
Option 1.   Enter using the traditional post-baccalaureate program.  Students attend for one year and plan to apply to MSUM and/or other programs during regular spring application process.

Option 2.    At the discretion of the department, a direct entry option may be implemented. Students will be notified if this option is available each fall.

 Details follow: 

a. There is a limit of four students who can enter by this method each year. 

b.    Regular graduate school application including current (within one year) GRE 

score; three letters of recommendation (including 2 from professors in UG major); a standard graduate school application; and an SLHS department application.

c.
Complete interview (in person or by conference call) with SLHS graduate admission committee. Completed applications for the direct entry option will be reviewed on or about February 1.

d. Enter fall semester as provisional student for the first semester of full time study.  The student must earn a minimum 3.25 in SLHS courses to remain in the program. After two semesters of undergraduate courses recommended for post- baccs, with a GPA of 3.25 or above, the student enters the graduate program at MSUM without further application.
