First Year Graduate Students

· There are several graduate assistantships available for first year graduate students.

Extensive Clinical Experience:

Since we are predominantly a clinical profession, our program emphasizes strong clinical training through a wide variety of clinical experience at both the baccalaureate and graduate levels. All graduate students are given sufficient experience in the on-campus clinic to assure that they will be successful in their later off-campus placements. A wide variety of off-campus practica and internships are available in medical, school, private, and other settings.

General and Specialty Clinics:

Our clients include the usual articulation, fluency, voice, and language disorders in all age groups. However, we also participate in cleft-palate team and (through grants) have established specialty clinics in central auditory processing disorders (CAP Clinic), augmentative and assistive technology (Regional Assistive Technology Center- RATC), and a parent-child communication training program (PCCP).

Every speech-language pathology graduate student has the opportunity for specialized training in at least two of the following: Voice Clinic, Fluency Clinic, CAP Clinic, RATC, PCCP, or Cleft Palate Clinic and Team Meetings.
