Requirements for Admission:
· Undergraduate major in communication sciences/disorders or equivalent.

· University graduate studies application.

· University application fee.

· Department program application form.

· Graduate Record Examination (GRE) scores.

· Letters of recommendation.

· Official undergraduate transcript.

· 2.75 minimum undergraduate GPA.

Timeline for Application and Admission:
· Autumn one year prior to enrollment: take GRE, report scores to MSUM.

· Early February:  all application materials must be on file at MSUM.  No action is taken on incomplete file.

· Early March:  notification to those being admitted, denied, or placed on a waiting list.

· April 15:  response required from those admitted.

· Early May:  response required from those admitted from waiting list.

· Campus visits are encouraged any time during the application process.
