In  May 2004,   the  U.S. Department of Labor   reported mean salaries for certified Spee ch - Language Pathologists to be $52,410  and Audiologists $5 1,470 .     Professional Examination for Speech/Language Pathology and Audiolog y     The National Examination for Speech - Language Pathology and Audiology (NESPA) is required by the  ASHA for those who seek the Certificate of Clinical Competence.  MSU Moorhead also uses the NESPA as  the departmental comprehensive examination, taken at the   beginning o f the second year   of the graduate  program.  In spite of the fact that students have only completed half of their master ’ s study by the time the  examination is taken, 90% of the students in the past two years have achieved ASHA’s passing score o f 600  or better on the first attempt.

Course Descriptions



	SLHS 101
	Survey of Speech-Language-Hearing Disorders (3)

The study of the basic anatomy and physiology of speech and hearing including basic acoustics.  Overview of the processes of speech, language, and hearing, the normal development of speech and language in children, and the major speech, language, and hearing disorders. The role of speech-language pathologists and audiologists will be discussed.

	Neuroanatomy/Physiology of Communication and Swallowing (3)

The study of the Central, Peripheral, and Autonomic Nervous Systems. Lab includes probing of human brain specimens to identify the above structures. Neuroanatomy and Physiology of Swallowing, Speech, Language, Hearing, Somatosensory System, and the Primary Sensory and Motor Cortices. Intro to Dysphagia, Aphasia, Dysarthria, Apraxia, Traumatic Brain Injury, and the Neuroanatomy affected by these conditions as they relate to the work of the Speech-Language Pathologist, Speech Scientist, and Audiologist.

The study of speech acoustics and physiology, incorporating both voice and articulatory aspects of speech signal production, as well as the instrumentation needed for measurement of speech acoustic signals.

In 2006, Speech-Language Pathology/Audiology was ranked in the top fifty hottest jobs in Money magazine.  Graduates are commonly employed in schools, hospitals, rehabilitation centers, nursing care facilities, research laboratories and private practices.  In May 2004, the U.S. Department of Labor reported mean salaries for certified Speech-Language Pathologists to be $52,410 and Audiologists $51,470.


Professional Examination for Speech/Language Pathology and Audiology


The National Examination for Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology (NESPA) is required by the ASHA for those who seek the Certificate of Clinical Competence.  MSU Moorhead also uses the NESPA as the departmental comprehensive examination, taken at the beginning of the second year of the graduate program.  In spite of the fact that students have only completed half of their master’s study by the time the examination is taken, 90% of the students in the past two years have achieved ASHA’s passing score of 600 or better on the first attempt.
