Comparison�
Reason in terms of similarities and or differences�
Compare, contrast, relate, distinguish�
How are these things alike or different?�

Inference�
Reason inductively or deductively�
Anticipate, predict, hypothesize, deduce, induce�
Given what you know, what would happen if…?�

Evaluation�
Express and defend an opinion or point of view.�
Evaluate, judge, appraise, defend�
In your opinion, which would be the best solution?  Why?�

Statement of fact concerning target content.


Statement contains the kind of reasoning students will do. (Trigger words)


Propositions are direct and to the point.


Propositions are the kernels of test items.


On a scale measuring general to specific learning objectives propositions are the most specific.


Depending on the cognitive operation asked for you should state exactly the inference, comparison or recollection.
