I. Alternative Training Options:
Amy and Steve confirmed that they reported to the Steering Committee the need for creating an alternative structure to the MCARI training for the departments in the Campus Services Unit. Funding for this was included in the second Bremer grant.  Carmen and Jim will have strong input into this selection process.  

II. Name Change:  
 A couple of group members suggested that the name “Facilities Unit” does not adequately describe our Unit.  Since the official name is “Facilities and Campus Services Unit” it was decided that our Unit name should be changed to just “Campus Services Unit.”

III. Membership from MSUM:
Brian asked Roger Olsen to join the Unit.  He is interested but has not made a final decision.  Brian will follow-up with Roger.  Steve will be contacting Kathy Schmidt and Todd will invite Ferman Woodberry.  Don will invite an RA who has expressed interest in TOCAR and participated in the level I training last year.  

IV. Membership from the Community:
Group discussed the need to recruit members from the community for the Campus Services Unit.  The Unit needs people who are:

· Willing to come to meetings once a month at 7:30 in the morning.  

· Have some understanding of our institution.

· Willing to go through the training and have an understanding of the training framework.  

 Les recommended Norma Kallstrom who graduated from MSUM with a degree in Social Work and is now working with the Fargo Senior Commission.  Louise Chase volunteered to invite her.  Steve Pletta suggested that someone from the Unit speak at the Fargo Moorhead Human Resources Association (FMHR Assoc.) monthly luncheon.  There may be folks from this organization who would be interested.  Rose will talk to Aileen and Deb from MSUM Human Resources who are participants of the FMHR Assoc., and Steve will talk to his wife about making an appointment to speak to their Board.  Steve and Rose both volunteered to meet with the FMHR Assoc. Board.  David Crockett asked Amy to speak with the KIWANIS Club in Moorhead.  Amy agreed.  

V. Goals of the Campus Services Unit:
Amy suggested that the conversation at Friday's Steering Committee meeting may help inform this discussion.  Amy suggested that Rose, Brian, and Steve, as facilitators, send out a synopsis of the steering committee discussion to the Campus Services Unit after the Steering Committee meeting. They agreed.
