3. In what ways are the client populations that your agency serves similar to and different from each other (race, gender, ethnicity, personality, social class, etc.)  In what ways are they similar to and different from you?  What theories most effectively help guide your assessment and understanding of your client population?

4. Describe two things from your internship that have happened that you didn’t expect (can include positive and negative experiences) in relation to knowledge, skills, and self, as well as your responsibilities and your field instructor’s.

5. Think about the clients you work with or the agency that you work for.  What sorts of communities have an impact on them?  Include communities of place as well as communities of interest, age, culture, etc.  Which of these communities do you think is most important for you to learn about and why?
6. How do you assess levels of risk to your safety before you engage with your client population in your internship agency?  Where did you get your information regarding your risk factors?  Explain your plan to minimize risk.

7. If you were in charge of this site, what changes would you make?  Why?

8. How have you changed or grown since you began your work at this site?  What have you learned about yourself and the people that you work with?
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
