Grading Criterion 
Report provides adequate description of student strengths as identified on the protocol.

1-Description is minimal; skills identified are limited and age inappropriate skills are included.

2-Description of student performance is not comprehensive but skills included in the report are age-appropriate.

3-Skills that are described provide a comprehensive description of student functioning and are age appropriate. 

Report provides adequate/appropriate description of skills not demonstrated by the student.

1-Description is minimal; skills identified are limited and age inappropriate skills are included.

2-Description of student performance is not comprehensive but skills included in the report are age-appropriate.

3-Comprehensive list/description is provided that will enable team to identify potential skills to be addressed within the IEP.

Report is organized and written in a manner that is easily understandable to parents and other professionals (vocabulary, terms, etc.)

1-Assessment instrument identified but not described. Report is not clearly defined by subtests/descriptions.

2-Description of assessment instrument is provided. Headings are not clearly discernable.

3-Descriptions of student performance are understandable to parents and others. Description of assessment instrument is provided. Headings are used with adequate descriptions provided.

The report includes appropriate grammar, punctuation, and sentence structure.

1-Many errors in word usage, sentence structure, grammar, or punctuation.

2-Word usage, sentence structure, grammar, punctuation are adequate but the report does include errors.

3-Appropriate word usage. Complete sentences. Appropriate capitalization. Appropriate use of commas, periods, etc.

There is a professional appearance to the report.

1-Report is not well organized because of spacing, alignment, typing.

2-Typed report but quality issues are present (e.g., spacing, alignment, typing).

3-Typed. Appropriate use of alignment, spacing.

Work Recognition

George correctly read 7/10 words at the 2nd grade level, 7/10 words at the 3rd grade level, and 4/10 words at the 4th grade level. Criterion for grade level is 5/10 correct responses.

Oral Reading
When reading a passage of 100 words at the 2nd grade level, George made one error (99%). At the third grade level 7 errors were made (93%). Criterion for grade level is 97% suggesting George’s oral reading to be at the 2nd grade level.

Reading Comprehension
The reading comprehension section was administered in two ways. First, the examiner followed the procedures used during the 2002 assessment and read the passage as well as the questions to George. With this presentation George responded to 40% of the questions accurately when reading 3rd grade materials and 60% accuracy with 4th grade material. At a later testing, George read the material silently and responded to questions at the 3rd grade level with 80% accuracy, 4th grade level with 80% accuracy, 5th grade level with 70% accuracy, and 6th grade level at 20% accuracy. Criterion for grade level is 80% accuracy suggesting comprehension to be at the 4th grade level.

Functional Word Recognition
During the assessment conducted in 1999, George was assessed on the first 200 words that constitute a sight word vocabulary responding correctly on 195 of the 200 words. The current evaluation assessed the last 100 words presented in the inventory (words starting at the 3rd grade level). George was able to read 90% of the words correctly. Common errors in reading these sight words were: initial consonant sounds (e.g., branch for beach, drip for dip) and vowel sound errors (e.g., place for please, brake for broke).

Abbreviations
George was administered 55 of the 80 abbreviations listed in the inventory. He was able to identify 65% of these abbreviations correctly. Correct responses were made to: measurement (e.g., oz., in., mi, sec., hr), months, days, and titles (Dr., Ms., Mr., Mrs.). Examples of abbreviations he did not identify include: A.M., P.M., Mt., St., P.O., No., t., T., Capt., Govt., Ave., Blvd., Dept.

Word Analysis
Substitution of Initial Consonant Sounds
George was presented with a series of words with 21 different initial consonant sounds.  Errors were made on two initial consonants s (George substituted st, 1/4 correct), c=s (George substituted the k sound, 0/4 correct). George also made errors in vowel sounds as he read the words.

Vowel Sounds
George read words with the short vowel sound with a CVC (consonant, vowel, consonant) pattern with 100% accuracy. When reading words with the long vowel sound and a CVCV pattern George experienced 100% accuracy with a, i, and o. CVCV long vowel words with "e" were read with 67% accuracy and CVCV long vowel sound words with "u" were read at 0%. Words with long vowel sound "i" and CVV pattern were read with 100% accuracy, "e" words were read with 33% accuracy, "o" with 67% accuracy, and "u" at 0% accuracy. 

Substitution of Initial Cluster Sounds
Words with 36 different initial cluster sounds were presented to George. Errors were made with sk and spr. Other errors George made while reading the words involved substitution of vowel sounds. Overall performance on initial cluster sounds was 94% of the 36 sounds.

Common Endings of Rhyming Words

Of the 69 common endings presented to George in words, George responded correctly to 48 of the sounds (70% accuracy). Criterion was not met on the following endings: ound, all, ong, ack, ell, ind, ank, op, ow, ime, own, aw, ean, ed, art, ock.

Digraphs and Diphthongs

Sixteen digraphs and diphthongs were presented to George in words. Accuracy of reading the words correctly was 6/10 (60%). Errors were made in the following sounds: oi, ai, ou, ow (long o), ow, oy.

Phonetic Irregularities
Twenty phonetic irregularities were presented to George in words. George was directed to read the word and then identify the sound of the underlined letter or indicate if it was silent. George identified 15 of the 20 phonetic irregularities correctly (75%). Errors were made in silent t, eigh (long a), y (long I), n (silent), tion (shun). George made numerous errors related to vowel sound substitutions when reading the words.

Suffixes
Thirty-six words with suffixes were presented to George. The examiner read the base word and George read the word with the suffix added. George read the words with suffixes with 89% accuracy (4 errors). Suffixes not identified correctly by George were ian, ism, ity, ize.

Prefixes
Sixteen prefixes were assessed in the same manner as the assessment of suffixes. George responded correctly to 12/16 (75%). Errors were made in pre (read as pro), de, ir (read as in), and semi (read as sem).

Syllabication Concepts
George was asked to divide words into syllabus. Words with one vowel with open syllable (e.g., want) were performed with 75% accuracy. George was able to divide words into syllables with 100% accuracy when they contained: one diphthong-one syllable (fruit), suffix as a separate syllable (cooler), and a prefix as a separate syllable (dislike). Dividing words between double consonants (butter) was performed at 40% accuracy. Dividing words between two or more consonants set between two vowels (turkey) was performed with 60% accuracy. Dividing words with, one consonant between two vowels (fatal), and three separate vowels-three syllables (remember) was performed with 0% accuracy.

Writing

Sentence Writing Level Placement
George was asked to write sentences that contained three identified words. Accuracy of the sentences George wrote was at the 1st grade level. There are, however, both strengths and weaknesses in George's ability to write sentences. The longest sentence George wrote contained 18 words. All sentences included subjects, verbs, and adjectives and all ended in periods. George did not capitalize any of the first words in the sentences he wrote. There were numerous misspelled words in each of the sentences. 

Capitalization
George was presented with sentences in which he was asked to insert the appropriate punctuation. He capitalized words at the beginnings of sentences with 80% accuracy. Names of people were capitalized with 75% accuracy, days of week at 100% accuracy, months of the year at 100% accuracy, special days with 50% accuracy. Names of streets and highways and names of bodies of water and landforms were at 0%.

Punctuation
Punctuation was assessed by George reviewing several sentences to place punctuation where appropriate.

Periods were placed at the end of every sentence, not placed after abbreviations, and not after initials.

Question Marks were not placed at the end of any sentence.

Exclamation points were not placed at the end of any sentence.

Commas-Hyphens rather than commas were placed between date and year and commas were not placed between city and state. George placed commas between words in a series inconsistently. Commas were not used after introductory words such as yes, no, well; to set off words of direct address; or to set off appositives. Legibility of handwriting is also an issue.

Forms
George was requested to complete a school information form. Of the sixteen items, George was able to write responses to 50% without errors. Correct responses included name, telephone, date of birth, telephone, signature, sex. Incorrect responses were made to address, place of birth, year of graduation, name of parent, name of family physician, class schedule. Some responses were incorrect because of spelling errors; in other cases George could not provide the information.

Spelling Suffixes
George was presented with a word visually and then asked to write the word with a suffix (e.g., tall, tallest). George responded correctly to 3 of the 14 suffixes (21%) presented to him. Those he completed correctly were s, ed with a d sound, and ing.

Spelling Prefixes
George was presented with a word visually and then asked to write the word with a prefix  (e.g., able, unable). George responded correctly to 7 of the 15 prefixes (47%) presented to him. Correct responses included un, in, mis, im, pre, inter, ex. Errors were made in dis, re, co, de, en, ir, anti, semi.

Spelling Number Words
When asked to write the number words for one through ten, George correctly spelled 50% of the words correctly. Correct responses were made to: one, two, five, six, and ten.

Math Grade Placement

Four math exercises are presented to the student to determine math grade placement. Criterion for achieving at each grade level requires correct responses on three of the four exercises. According to the assessment, George's math grade placement approximates second grade.

Computation of Whole Numbers

Addition

In completing addition problems, George is able to: add 2 digits without renaming, add 3 digits without renaming, add 2 digits with 1 renaming, add 3 digits with 1 renaming, add 3 digits with 2 renaming, and add 4 digits with 3 renaming.

Subtraction

In completing subtraction problems, George is able to subtract 2 digits without renaming, subtract 3 digits with 1 renaming. He did not demonstrate the abilities to subtract 2 digits with 1 renaming, subtract 3 digits with renaming, subtract 3 digits with 2 renaming, or subtract 4 digits with 3 renaming.

Measurement

Money
George is able to identify coins/dollar up to one dollar and identify their value with 100% accuracy.  

Identifying Equivalent Values of Coins and the Dollar Bill 

George was able to identify 5 cents, 2 nickels, 10 cents, 25 cents, 2 quarters, 4 quarters, 20 nickels. He was unable to identify 5 nickels, 5 dimes, 10 dimes as equivalent amounts (example, 1 quarter=______________ nickels).

Total Values of Collections of Coins and Bills

This assessment task was adapted to use real money to determine amounts rather than the questions addressed in the instrument. George does well in determining value combinations of cents, dimes, and nickels. He has greater difficulty with quarters, dimes, and nickels when used in combinations.

Time
George was able to tell time to five-minute intervals before the half-hour. He made errors after the half-hour. George understands there are 24 hours in a day but does know how many minutes in an hour, minutes in a half-hour, seconds in a minute, or minutes in a quarter hour. George is able to identify that there are 7 days in a week and 30 days in a month. He is unable to identify that there are 12 months in a year, 365 days in a year, or 52 weeks in a year. George's calendar skills also include: knowing the number of days in a given month, the day of the week when given a date in a month, the date of the month when given a day of the month, future dates when given a date, time duration in weeks, and time duration in number of days when given beginning and ending dates. He was unable to give time duration in number of weeks when given beginning and ending dates. When asked to identify the appropriate season for specific months, he responded correctly on 3/4 items (75%). Spelling errors made during this assessment were: Tosday, Saterday, Thersday (spelled as George spelled them). When asked to identify the day before and the day after when given a specified day, George performed with 100% accuracy (example, ________________ Thursday _________________).

Measurement
George was able to measure to the inch and 1/2 inch. George correctly identified 1 foot=12 inches. He does not understand the concept of yard (# of feet and inches) or mile (# of feet). George's ability to read meters and gauges is below the 3rd grade level. He does not have accurate estimates of Fahrenheit temperature in response to freezing, boiling, or warm/hot climate conditions.
