Washington, Sept. 2—Official advices received through diplomatic chan-
nels today, reported two of the most important developments of the present
war.

Great Britain asked the United States to be prepared to care for British
diplomatic interests in Turkey, indicating the allies practically have lost hope
of persuading the Ottoman empire to remain neutral. Dispatches received
at the Brit sh embassy raferred to the incorporation in the Turkish army of
several German officers which is regarded as a forerunner of interventiorn

. by the Porte in behalf of Germany.

Other important news is the defeat by the dermaqs of three Russian 'al’rmy

‘corps at Allenstein, and the capture of 70,000 prisoners, including two Rus-

sian commarnding -‘generals, as reported in a Berlin wireless to the Gerinan

‘embassy here; via. Sayville, L. ‘1.
