- restate the main finding in your study
- interpret the significance of the findings by comparing to other studies, cite sources
- suggest future directions for study based on your findings
References (2)
- at least 5 from the primary literature
- proper format based on Animal Behaviour

- correct grammar
- free from typographical errors (spelling)
